Brain Super Heroes & Super Villains Assignment

Science fiction writers are always searching for good ideas for plots that will capture the interest of their readers. A common premise during one particular area era of science fiction movies was that radiation somehow altered biological processes, transforming normal human being into superhumans—some good and some evil.  One such example is the Incredible Hulk, who, through a laboratory accident, developed superhuman strength that manifested itself when he was angry.

With a partner, your task in this exercise is to create a Super Hero and a Super Villain by pretending that it is possible to magnify or diminish the abilities governed by specific regions of the human brain. You will eventually write a paper detailing how the hero and villain gained their powers and then depict a battle between the two.  

For the first part of the assignment, you are simply coming up with ideas for the hero and villain and plotting the outline of your story.  Identify the brain area that would be altered for each and how the brain region came to be altered in the first place.

Option #2 – Short Story

Create a short story outlining the origin and adventures of your Super Hero & Super Villain. Think of this as a creative writing assignment rather than an academic essay. As with the Comic Book, create a conflict between the two characters that must be resolved before the end of your story.

· 3-5 Typed Pages (Not Handwritten)
· Times New Roman font (12 point)

· Story Must Include:

· Origin/History of Super Hero & Villain

· Conflict/Adventure involving characters

· Resolution of Conflict

Option #3 - Poster

Construct a poster which displays a visual representation of your Super Hero & Super Villain. Portions of the poster must also be dedicated to each character’s origin, description of super abilities, and a conflict between the characters.
